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EXPORT WRAPPING

●
All items of furniture must be wrapped in plastic laminated bubble wrap or three ply paper  blankets.

●
All items should be labelled at the time of wrapping with the customers name and details of the wrapped item (i.e. Mr Smith,  chest of draws)

●
Items of furniture that are delicate or part glass should be covered in the appropriate area with cardboard to further protect the item.  For example table/desk tops, TVs, glass fronted units.  The tops of any pine furniture/soft wood should be cardboard protected to prevent denting.

●
Lampshades or similar delicate items should be individually boxed.

●
Upright fridges should be cardboard protected on all sides as they are particularly susceptible to denting.

●
Mattresses and bed bases should be export wrapped or sealed in robust polythene mattress bags.

●
Sofas and armchairs can be wrapped in the paper sofa bags or export wrapped.

●
Pictures that are in glass will need to be export wrapped and then sleeved in cardboard.

●
Any small items should be boxed (i.e. plant pots, tools etc.)  Long items such as brooms, forks etc should be taped together and any sharp ends shielded in cardboard.

●
Please do not stick any tape to furniture or fabric surfaces.  The trailer to Spain usually gets hot and the tape sticks making it impossible to remove.

●
Items that do not need to be export wrapped include garden/garage items that are non breakable and resistant to damage (i.e. BBQ’s benches, ladders, old suitcases, trunks) – please use your discretion when wrapping these items.  It is always better to wrap an item if damage could occur. Make sure this items are clearly labelled and numbered.

●
Please note that when loading that most damages occur due to heavy items being stacked too high and crushing items below.  Even table legs can be broken due to heavy weight going on top.  When loading it is essential to load from floor to ceiling as we always need to maximise what is loaded on each vehicle. Make sure that the retaining bars are used to secure your load in place.
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
